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MRS. UPHAM'S ADDRESS

. Able Talk on Temperance at
LaCrosse Convention,

Wark of W.C. T. U. for the Year
Yery Successful,

The [ollowing is the address of
Mre, W. H. Upham of this city,
President of the state W. C. T. U,
which was delivered at the La-
Crosse conventien on October 3.
The report of the conventicn has
recently been issued:

In a late ‘Brewer's Journal'", the
statement was made that the _rapid
growth in Probibition senriment
this vear inthe United States, de-
mandls , increased action on their
part to suppress and defeat it, aud

wns alarming to their business out- '

look. MNeo wonder! When the map
of the United States now presents
three cntire Prohibition  states,
five others virtuglly total, like Tex-
as, Tennesee and Georgin; seven
more where thres-fourths of their
territory has placed a-ban on lig-
uwor sclling and six states added
which haye won oneshalf of the
vietory; 12 western states making
rapid strides, thus including iz a
grand total, thivly=thvee  stales.
Progress is phenomenal, and we
may well take heart and be encour-
aged, in proportion as the Liguor
Journals fesl discouraged., Twen-
ty-nine state lemislatures have in-
troduced bills the pest winter re-
lating to the investigation or re-
striction of the liquor traffic, prov-
ing this guestion to be most vital,
before our preat Republic.

But in spite of the anger of Ap-
pollyoun, the last Blue Book tells us
adthoritively, that out of a total
number of cities, towns and villag-
es {1454) in our state, 37-100, or
or nearly half {645) are now with-
out license, compared with the 300
of last year. A triumph for the
town license law we already have,
and also ane for our women, who
with their constant agitation,
through public meetings and lec-
tures, and educational efforts,—to
say nothing of all their faith and
praver for nearly a quarter of a
century—may well fzel that the fu-
ture harvest is in sight,

Qur Press Superintendents every-
where are reminded that the credit
of the growth of Prohibition senti-
ment in the south, is given 10 the
free distribution of temperance lit-
erature,

When we rellect upon the good
wotk being done everywhere
through ounr forty departments,
covering all the wants and needs
of humanity, we realize why the
W. C. T. U. has been called '‘the
largest Home and Foreign Mission-
ary Society of the World."” Every
department has secured some
blessing, many have secared wise
lepislation. For the “'Home,” e
guard the dining room, and kit-
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note much to cheer us, Mre,
Hunt’s work there is bearing a rich
reward. Last vear 13,000 physici-
ans, embracing practically the en-
tire medical nrofession of Great
Britair and lreland, issued a peti-
tion for 2 compulsery public schoal
iaw, for the study of hygiene and
temperance as adopted in the
United States. A London paper
said, special postmen had ro be
emploved to convey the petitions to
the ofice 11 reply.  The result was
a course of teacning, based upon
the same system used in the
United States and recommended by
Mrs. Mary 1, Hunt for use in the
public schools of the United States
of America. 'The special commit-
tee or report of the Royal Commis-
sion of Inguiry stated that more
can be done to check the degenera-
tion caused by alcoholic drinks in
this way than by expatiating of the
moral wickedness of the same.

This book
was so0 ably answered under the
direetion of Mrs. Mary H. Hunt
onr Nationni Superintendent of
Scientific Tompersance Instruction,
as to recieve the compliment of
being made a Senate document, to
the great dismay and protestation
of the liguor journals throughout
the country. Now this able ans-
wer can be secured free by anyone
who desires it; by simply writing
for it. Keep a sapply of these on
hand—see that your teachers and
libraries afways have a few ¢opies;
that our guns may all be ready to
silance the foclisk sophistry when-
ever it may arrive, ’ .

Instruction’, concerning alcobol,
have done their country a greater
service than they think. They are
rransierring the 'tmuscie of man’ to
a ‘merve man’, which can ooly be
done by the early teaching, con-
cerning the powers of the human
organism, and the dangers that
threaten it from alechol.”' A wise
educator has said, "*What you want
your nation to believe that pz! infe
your schools.’’ 1n Paris last winter,
the Poor Relief Committee issued
jarge posters on the danger of al-
cohal, and in Aunstria the govern-
ment issued 100,000 pamphlets
called ‘'Away with alcohel,” In
Germany Count Yon Haessler, one
of the Emperor's military intimates
{an abstainer for 25 years}, issued
a protest against liquor being used
in the army and said beer was de-
teriorating the German pecple.
New Zealand, J. G. Wooley says, is
the mearest to being a perfect re-
public in the world, and is the
nearest to Prohibition. As we feel,
we too could be, could ocar politici-
ans and statesmen once get from
the politicai power of the brewers’
and distillers’ leagues,
